Submit Proof of Bacterial Meningitis Vaccination 
Texas state law mandates that all students under the age of 22 entering a Texas college or university  
provide documentation that they received a bacterial meningitis vaccination within five years preceding 
their first day of class. You may submit your vaccination record in PDF form to the Office of the Registrar 
at registrar@uiwtx.edu.

Sign Up for On-Campus Housing (Optional)
Housing is available on campus. View residence halls and apply at uiw.edu/housing with a $225 deposit.

Take the ALEKS PPL 
To be placed in college-level math, students not meeting the minimum requirement may need to take  
the UIW Mathematics Placement through ALEKS PPL or enroll in a preparatory math course.

Transfer Students: All admitted students must submit official transcripts with final grades from each  
institution attended before the beginning of the fall semester. Students with fewer than 24 college credit 
hours are also required to submit an official high school transcript or official GED scores. Final documents 
may be submitted in PDF format to admissiondocs@uiwtx.edu or physically mailed to the address below.
