2.1. Language

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2.2. Additional Information

The procedure to accept students must be followed prior the deadline:

a) Home university must send the official nomination list by email..
b) An on-line application form will be available by email and sent to the nominated

students.
c) The mandatory documents to apply are: passport simple copy, transcript of records, a

spanish B1 intermediate level certificate and the learning agreement (template in the
on-line application form)

NOTICE: If the learning agreement required at the on-line application form is not stamped
and signed by the home university officer, will not be eligible.

2.3.3. Acceptance Letter

The acceptance letter will be sent to the students and their home mobility coordinator in 3 weeks,
once the full application is completed.

3.1. Grading system

Universidad Católica del Norte uses a rating scale from 1.0 to 7.0, where the minimum
approval score is 4.0

The UCN rating system is compatible with the SCT rating scale of transferable credits, where
1 SCT credit is equal to 28 chronological hours.

3.3. Condiciones sanitarias de ingreso a Chile

According to Chile´s legislation regarding the pandemic non-citizens must comply the
following requirements:

● Valid document negative PCR 72 hours prior the arriving in the country
● On-line form for foreigners (“Declaración jurada para viajeros provenientes del exterior” at:

www.c19.cl)
● International Health Insurance
● A valid address of the final destination in the country
● 7 days preventive quarantine
● Vaccination document
