The partner university will nominate the student through the platform, and 

the student will register and follow the steps in order to upload all the required 

documents.

Internships for International Students International students can apply for internships once they have their visa  

European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) Undergraduate Level: 

- 68 contact hours = 6 ECTS  

- Courses of 34 contact hours = 3 ECTS  

- 6.8 contact hours = 1 ECTS  

Local students usually take five courses per semester.  

Graduate Level: 

- 4.2 contact hours = 1 ECTS  

Grading Home universities receive International Student Transcripts under our contact hours 

grading standard. Responsibility for the translation of these grades rests with the 

Student’s Home Institution (RECURSA/AUSENTE= Not Approved)  

Health Insurance In order to be accepted at our University, Health Insurance accepted by UADE is 

compulsory for all exchange students (around 257 USD for the whole semester). 

The service is valid from the beginning of the semester until last day of classes. If the 

students apply for two semesters, they will have to hire it again before the second 

semester. This insurance includes repatriation of mortal remains and all 

requirements of the federal policies in Argentine.  

Visa procedure and requirements For exchange students and special programs students who want to study in Argentina for 

less than 365 days, the process for the student visa needs to be started in the Consular 

representation of Argentina at the country where they live. The student can start the 

process once he/she is admitted by UADE. Registration procedure is personal. We 

suggest they contact the Argentine consulate to check all the documents they will be 

required, so that they can have enough time to prepare them.
